Nov. 6	 	 The Crosses of Auschwitz: Catholicism, Polish Nationalism and Anti-Semitism
		  Genevieve Zubrzycki, Ph.D
		  Assistant Professor, Department of Sociology at the University of Michigan 

		  Genevieve Zubrzycki was born and raised in Quebec City, Canada. She received her B.A. in history and Slavic studies at 
		  McGill University in Montreal and her Ph.D. in sociology from the University of Chicago. She was a postdoctoral fellow at 
		  the University of Virginia’s Center on Religion and Democracy before she joined the U-M faculty. Her research focuses on 
		  the linkages between religion and national identity, and on collective memory and the politics of commemoration in East 
		  European societies. In her book, “The Crosses of Auschwitz: Nationalism and Religion in Post-Communist Poland” 
		  (University of Chicago Press, 2006), she examines the historical constitution of the relationship between Polishness and 
		  Catholicism and its reconfiguration after the fall of communism – with specific attention to memory wars between Poles 
		  and Jews and the use of religious symbols at Auschwitz. In 2007, her book received the American Sociological Association’s 
		  Distinguished Book Award from its Sociology of Religion section, as well as the American Association for the Advancement 
		  of Slavic Studies’ Orbis Best Book Prize for “the best book in any discipline, on any aspect of Polish affairs.”

Nov. 13	 Art, Culture, Politics and Daily Life in Pakistan: A Personal Journey
		  Elisabeth Thoburn, M.A.
		  Chair, Department of Humanities, Washtenaw Community College

		  Elisabeth Thoburn has been researching Pakistan’s rich history, culture and rare spiritual artifacts, including the Indus River 
		  civilization, Hindu temples and Islamic architecture. Her talk will include a personal account of her travels in Pakistan. Over 
		  the last twelve years, she has been to Greece, Italy, France, Germany, Egypt, India, Mexico, China, Israel, and Jordan. 
		  Elisabeth Thoburn holds a master’s degree in art history with specialization in both Western and Asian art from the 
		  University of Michigan.

Nov. 25	 Why Religion Didn’t Disappear	
(Tues)	 	 Ronald F. Inglehart, Ph.D
		  Professor, Department of Political Science and Research
		  Professor, Center for Political Studies, Institute for Social Research at the University of Michigan 

		  Prof. Inglehart is also Coordinator of the International World Values Survey Project. He is co-author (with Pippa Norris) 
		  of numerous publications and books including “Sacred and Secular: Religion and Politics Worldwide”. This talk will 
		  present evidence that industrialization tends to reduce the extent to which people emphasize religion and yet the world as 
		  a whole has more people with strong religious beliefs today than it did 25 years ago. These findings may seem paradoxical, 
		  but they are not – for reasons that will be explained in the talk.

Dec. 4		 The Arabs and Muslims of Greater Detroit: A Century in Transition
		  Andrew Shryock, Ph.D
		  Arthur F. Thurnau Professor of Anthropology, Department of Anthropology, University of Michigan

		  Dr. Shryock specializes in cultural anthropology and is jointly affiliated with the Center for Middle Eastern and North 
		  African Studies. Shryock has done ethnographic fieldwork in Yemen, Jordan, and among Arab immigrant and ethnic 
		  communities in Detroit. His research in the Arab world centers on matters of historicity, nationalism, oral tradition, 
		  tribe-state relations, and modernity (both its cultural politics and its alternative forms). His work in North America 
		  focuses on ethnicity, mass mediated culture, transnational communities, diasporic consciousness, and identity politics. 
		  Dr. Shryock has been active in public cultural work, especially documentary films, museum exhibitions, and collaborative, 
		  community-based research and writing projects. Dr. Shryock is also co-director with Dr. Alexander Knysh of the Islamic 
		  Studies Initiative, an interdisciplinary program funded for the Office of the Provost, the Dean of the LSA, and the 
		  International Institute, at the University of Michigan.  Among his many written works, he wrote, Arab Detroit: From
		  Margin to Mainstream. Detroit: Wayne State University Press (2000).

Dec. 11 	 A Shared World: The Mediterranean in History
		  Hussein Anwar Fancy, Ph.D
		  Assistant Professor, Department of History, University of Michigan

		  Prof. Fancy will begin teaching in 2010 at the Department of History, University of Michigan after completing three years 
		  as a post-doctorate Fellow with the Michigan Society of Fellows. He received a Ph.D. in history from Princeton University 
		  in 2007 and a B.A. in English literature from Yale University. He has held fellowships from the Woodrow Wilson and 
		  Guggenheim foundations, Fulbright-Hays Program, Social Science Research Council, Medieval Academy of America, and 
		  Spain’s Ministry of Culture. He has conducted research in Europe and the Middle East, including two years in Spain and 
		  two years in Egypt. His research interests include all aspects of medieval social and cultural history. His current work 
		  includes investigating the interactions among Christians, Jews and Muslims in the Mediterranean during the 12th to 
		  14th centuries.

Dec. 18 	 Religion in America: An Immigrant Faith
		  Susan Juster, Ph.D
		  Associate Dean, Social Sciences and Professor, Department of History, University of Michigan

		  Susan Juster received her Ph.D from the University of Michigan specializing in the study of early American religion. Her 
		  publications include “Disorderly Women: Sexual Politics and Evangelicalism in Revolutionary New England,” and 
		  “A Mighty Baptism: Race, Gender and the Creation of American Protestantism.” In May 2005, Professor Juster spoke to 
		  Learning in Retirement/Osher Lifelong Learning Institute at the University of Michigan on religion.
